No Board Member, Manager, Coach, Player or Spectator shall:

üAt any time, lay a hand upon , push,
shove, strike, or threaten to strike an
official.

üBe guilty of heaping personal verbal or
physical abuse upon any official for any
real or imaginary belief of a wrong
decision or judgment.

üBe guilty of an objectionable
demonstration of dissent at an officialôs
decision by throwing of gloves, helmets,
hats, bats, balls, or any other forceful
unsportsman-like action.

üBe guilty of using unnecessarily rough
tactics in the play of a game against the
body of an opposing player.

üBe guilty of a physical attack upon any
board member, official, manager, coach,
player or spectator.

üBe guilty of the use of profane, obscene
or vulgar language in any manner at any
time.

üAppear on the field of play, stands, or
anywhere on the CCL grounds while in an
intoxicated state at any time. Intoxicated
will be defined as an odor and/or
behavioral issues.

üBe guilty of gambling upon any play or
outcome of any games with anyone at
any time.

üSmoke while in the stands or on the
playing field or in any dugout at any
time.

üBe guilty of discussing publicly with
spectators in a derogatory or abusive
manner, any play, decision or a
personal opinion of any players during
the game.

üSpeak disrespectfully to any manager,
coach, official or representative of the
league.

üBe guilty of tampering or manipulation
of any league rosters, schedules, draft
positions or selections, official score
books, rankings, financial records or
procedures.

üShall challenge an umpireôsauthority.
The umpires shall have the authority
and discretion during a game to
penalize the offender according to the
infraction up to and including removal
from the game (not applicable to tee
ball games with no umpires).

The CLL Board of Directors will review all infractionsof the CLL Code of Conduct.

Dependingon theseriousnessor frequency,theboardmayassessadditionaldisciplinaryaction

up to andincludingexpulsionfrom theleague.

Oftenplayers

are upset and worried about the injured player. They need to

understandwhy the injury occurred and how to avoid a future

reoccurrence.

The Presidentof CLL is responsiblefor ensuringthatthepoliciesand

regulationsof the CLL SafetyOfficer are carriedout by the entire

membershipto thebestof hisabilities.

Field Maintenance Manager:

The CLL Facilities manager is responsibleto ensurethe fieldsand

structuresusedbyCLL meetthesafetyrequirementsassetforth in this

manual.

Equipment Manager:

The CLL Equipment Manager is responsibleto get damaged

equipmentrepairedor replacedasreported(badlydamagedequipment

will be destroyed). This replacementwill happenin a timelymanner.

TheEquipmentManagerwill alsoexchangeequipmentif it doesnõtfit

properly. Coachesshouldnotify the equipmentmanagerof defective

equipment.

CLL Safety Officer:

The main responsibilityof the CLL SafetyOfficer is to developand

implementtheLeagueõssafetyprogram.

The CLL SafetyOfficer is the link betweenTown staff, league

managers,coaches,umpires, players,spectators,andanyother third

partieson the CLL groundsin regardsto safetymatters,rulesand

regulations.
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The CLL Safety Officerôs* responsibilities Include:

1. Coordinatingwith the teammanagersin order to provide the safest
environmentpossiblefor all.

2. Assistingparentsandindividualswith insuranceclaimsandwill act as
the liaison betweenthe insurancecompanyand the parents and
individuals.

3. Explaininginsurancebenefitsto claimantsandassistingthemwith filing
thecorrectpaperwork.

4. KeepingtheFirstAid Log. Thislogwill list whereaccidentsandinjuries
areoccurring,to whom,in whichdivisions,at whattimes,underwhat
supervision.

5. Correlatingandsummarizingthedatain theFirst-Aid Log to determine
properaccidentpreventionin thefuture.

6. Insuringthat eachteamreceivesits SafetyManualat the beginningof
theseason.

7. InstallingFirst-Aid Kits in the equipmentboxesand shedsand re-
stockingthekitsasneeded.

8. Inspectingapplicableconcessionsoperation and checkingany fire
extinguishers.

9. Instructing any concessionstand workers on the use of fire
extinguishers.

10. Checkingfields with the Field Managersand listing areasneeding
attention.

11. Schedulinga First-Aid Clinic for all managers,designatedcoaches,
umpires,andplayeragentsduringthepre-season.

12. Acting immediatelyin resolvingunsafeor hazardousconditionsoncea
situationhasbeenbroughtto his/herattention.

13. Makingspot checksat practicesandgamesto makesureall managers
havetheirSafetyManuals.

14. Trackingall injuriesandnearmissesin orderto identifyinjurytrends.

15. Makingsurethat safetyis a topic at the season-endmeeting,allowing
experiencedpeopleto shareideason improvingsafety.

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(a)The Managershallalwaysberesponsiblefor theteamõsconduct,observance

of theofficialrulesanddeferenceto theumpires.

EQUIPMENT

TheEquipmentManageris anappointedCLL BoardMemberandis responsible
for purchasingand distributing equipment to the individual teams. This
equipmentis checkedand testedwhen it is issuedbut it is the Managerõs
responsibilityto maintainit. Managersshouldinspectequipmentbeforeeach
gameandeachpractice.

The CLL EquipmentManagerwill promptly replacedamagedand ill fitting
equipmentwhennotified. Furthermore,kids like to bring their own gear. This
equipmentcanonlybeusedif it meetstherequirementsasoutlinedin thisSafety
ManualandtheOfficial Little LeagueRuleBook.

At theendof theseason,all equipmentmustbereturnedto theCLL Equipment
Manager. SafetyManualsmustbeturnedin with theequipment.

aEach team, at all times in the
dugout, shall have four (4)
protective helmets which must
meetNOCSAE specificationsand
standards. Thesehelmetswill be
provided by CLL and will be
locatedin the equipmentboxes. If
playersdecide to use their own
helmets,theymustmeetNOCSAE
specificationsandstandards.

aEachhelmetshallhavean exterior
warning label. NOTE : The
warninglabelcannotbe embossed
in the helmet,but must be placed
on the exterior portion of the
helmetand be visibleand easyto
read.

aUseof a helmetby the batterandall
baserunnersismandatory.

aUse of a helmet by a player/base
coachismandatory.

aUse of a helmet by an adult base
coachisoptional.

aAll maleplayersshouldwearathletic
supporters.

aMale catchersmust wear the metal,
fiber or plastictypecup anda long-
modelchestprotector.

aFemalecatchersmust wear long or
shortmodelchestprotectors.

aMulti-colored glovescan no longer
bewornbypitchers.

aMakesurehelmetsfit.
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a All catchers must wear chest
protectorswith neckcollar,throat
guard,shin guardsand catcherõs
helmet,all of which must meet
Little Leaguespecificationsand
standards.

a All catchersmust wear a mask,
òdanglingótype throat protector
and catcherõshelmet during
practice, pitcher warm-up, and
games. NOTE : Skullcapsarenot
permitted.

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WEATHER
Most of our summerdaysin SouthEasternWisconsinaresunnybut thereare
thosedayswhentheweatherturnsbadandcreatesunsafeweatherconditions.

Rain :

If it beginsto rain:

1. Evaluatethestrengthof therain(isit adrizzleor is it pouring?)

2. Determinethedirectionthestormismoving.

3. Evaluatetheplayingfieldasit becomesincreasinglysaturated.

4. Stop practice if the playing conditions becomeunsafe-- use common
sense. If playinga game,consultwith the other managerandthe umpireto

formulateadecision.

Lightning :

The averagelightningstrokeis 5-6 mileslong with up to 30 million volts at
100,000ampsflow in lessthana tenthof asecond. Theaveragethunderstormis
6-10mileswideandmovesata rateof 25milesperhour. Oncetheleadingedge
of a thunderstormapproachesto within 10miles,youareat immediaterisk due
to thepossibilityof lightningstrokescomingfrom thestormõsoverhanginganvil
cloud. This fact is the reasonthat manylightningdeathsandinjuriesoccurwith
clearskiesoverhead. On average,thethunderfrom alightningstrokecanonlybe
heard over a distanceof 3-4 miles, dependingon terrain, humidity and
backgroundnoisearoundyou. By the timeyoucanhearthe thunder,the storm
hasalreadyapproachedto within 3-4 miles!The suddencold wind that many
peopleuseto gaugetheapproachof a thunderstormis theresultof downdrafts
andusuallyextendslessthan3milesfrom thestormõsleadingedge. By the time
youfeelthewind,thestormcanbelessthan3 milesaway!

If you can HEAR, SEE OR FEEL a THUNDERSTORM :

1. Suspendall gamesand practicesimmediately.

2. Stayawayfrom metalincludingfencingandbleachers.

3. Do not holdmetalbats.

4. Get playersto walk,not run to theirparentõsor designateddriverõscarsand
waitfor yourdecisionon whetheror not to continuethegameor practice.

Hot Weather :

If, andwhenwegetHOT weather,precautionsmustbetakenin orderto make
suretheplayerson yourteamdonot dehydrateor hyperventilate.

1. Suggestplayerstakedrinksof waterwhencomingon andgoingoff

thefieldbetweeninnings.

2. If aplayerlooksdistressedwhilestandingin thehot sun,substitutethat
playerandgethim/her into theshadeof thedugoutA.S.A.P.

3. If a player should collapseas a result of heat exhaustion,call 9-1-1
immediately. Get theplayerto drinkwaterandusetheinstantice bags

suppliedin your First-Aid Kit to cool him/her down until the emergency
medicalteamarrives.

Ultra -Violet Ray Exposure :

This kind of exposureincreasesandathleteõsrisk of developinga specifictype
of skincancerknownasmelanoma. TheAmericanAcademyof Dermatology
estimatesthat childrenreceive80% of their lifetimesunexposureby the time
thattheyare18yearsold. Therefore,CLL will recommendtheuseof sunscreen
with a SPF(sunprotectionfactor)of at least15asa meansof protectionfrom
damagingultra-violetlight.

How do tornadosform?Themostdestructiveanddeadlytornadoesoccurfrom
supercells,which are rotating thunderstormswith a well-defined radar
circulationcalleda mesocyclone. [Supercellscan also producedamaginghail,
severenon-tornadic winds, unusuallyfrequent lightning and flash floods.]
Tornadoformationisbelievedto bedictatedmainlyby thingswhichhappenon
thestormscale,in andaroundthemesocyclone.

What is a tornado?Accordingto the Glossaryof
Meteorology(AMS,2000), a tornadois "a violently
rotatingcolumnof air,pendantfrom acumuliform
cloud or underneatha cumuliform cloud, and
often(butnot always)visibleasafunnelcloud.ò
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ACCIDENT REPORTING

What to report -

An incident that causesany player,manager,coach,umpire,or volunteerto
receivemedicaltreatmentand/or first aid mustbe reportedto the CLL Safety
Officer. This includeseven passivetreatmentssuch as the evaluationand
diagnosisof theextentof theinjury.

When to report -

All suchincidentsdescribedabovemustbe reportedto the CLL SafetyOfficer
within 24 hours of the incident. The CLL SafetyOfficer, Eric Ryer,can be
reachedat thefollowing:

How to make a report -

Reportingincidentscan comein a varietyof forms. Most typically,they are
telephoneconversations. At a minimum, the following information must be
provided:

a Thenameandphonenumberof theindividualinvolved.

a Thedate,time,andlocationof theincident.

a Asdetailedadescriptionof theincidentaspossible.

a Thepreliminaryestimationof theextentof anyinjuries.

a Thenameandphonenumberof thepersonreporting

theincident.
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a Within24hoursof receivingtheCLL AccidentInvestigationForm,theCLL

SafetyOfficerwill contacttheinjuredpartyor thepartyõsparentsand;

a Verifytheinformationreceived;

a Obtainanyotherinformationdeemednecessary;

a Checkon thestatusof theinjuredparty; and

a In the eventthat the injuredparty requiredother medicaltreatment(i.e.,

EmergencyRoomvisit,doctorõsvisit,et.) will advisethe parentor guardian

of the CedarburgLittle Leagueõsinsurancecoverageand the provisionfor

submittinganyclaims.

a If the extentof the injuriesaremorethanminor in nature,the CLL Safety

Officer shallperiodicallycalltheinjuredpartyto: checkon thestatusof any

injuries,and check if any other assistanceis necessaryin areassuch as

submissionof insuranceforms, etc., until such time as the incident is

consideredòclosedó(i.e., no further claims are expectedand/or the

individualisparticipatingin theLeagueagain).

CLL Safety Officerôs Responsibilities

INSURANCE POLICIES

Little Leagueaccidentinsurancecovers only those activitiesapprovedor
sanctionedby Little LeagueBaseball,Incorporated. CedarburgLittle League
participantsshallnot participateasaLittle Leaguein gameswith otherteamsof
other programsor in tournamentsexceptthoseauthorizedby Little League
Baseball,Incorporated. CedarburgLittle Leagueparticipantsmayparticipatein
otherprogramsduringtheLittle Leagueseasonandtournamentprovidedsuch
participationdoesnot disrupt the Little Leagueseasonor tournamentteam.
Unlessexpresslyauthorizedby the Boardof Directorsof CLL, gamesplayed
for anypurposeother than to establisha Leaguechampionor aspart of the
InternationalTournamentareprohibited.

Filing a Claim :

Whenfiling a claim,(seeclaimforms in appendix)all medicalcostsshouldbe

fully itemized. If no other insuranceis in effect, a letter from the

parentõs/guardianõsor claimantõsemployerexplainingthe lack of Group or

Employerinsurancemustaccompanya claimform. On dentalclaims,it will be

necessaryto fill out a Major MedicalForm, aswell asa Dental Form; then

submit them to the insurance company of the claimant, or

parent(s)/guardian(s),if claimant is a minor. òAccidentdamageto whole,

sound,normalteethasa direct resultof anaccidentómustbe statedon the

form andbills. Forwarda copyof the insurancecompanyõsresponseto Little

LeagueHeadquarters. Includetheclaimantõsname,LeagueID, andyearof the

injuryon theform.

Claimsmustbe filed with the CLL SafetyOfficer. He/she forwardsthem to

Little LeagueInternational.

What is First-Aid?

First-Aid meansexactlywhat the term implies,it is the first care givento a

victim. It is usuallyperformedby the first person on the sceneandcontinued

until professionalmedicalhelparrives,

(9-1-1 paramedics). At no timeshouldanyoneadministeringFirst-Aid gobeyond

his or her capabilities. Know your limits! The averageresponsetime on 9-1-1

callsis 5-7 minutes. En-route Paramedicsarein constantcommunicationwith

the local hospitalat all timespreparingthem for whateveremergencyaction

might needto be taken. You cannotdo this. Therefore,do not attempt to

transportavictimto ahospital. PerformwhateverFirstAid youcanandwaitfor

theparamedicsto arrive.

First Aid -Kits

FirstAid Kits will belocatedin allequipmentboxesandthesheds.

A First Aid Kit shouldbe takenwith eachteamthat playsan awayactivity

(whetherseasonor post-season)andanyother CLL Little Leagueeventwhere

childrenõssafetyis at risk. To replenishmaterialsin aFirstAid Kit, theManager,

designatedcoachesor the must contactthe CLL SafetyOfficer.

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Good Samaritan Laws

Therearelawsto protectyouwhenyouhelpsomeonein anemergencysituation.

The òGood Samaritan �/�D�Z�V�µgive legalprotectionto peoplewho provide

emergencycareto ill or injuredpersons. Whencitizensrespondto anemergency

andact asa reasonableandprudentpersonwould underthe sameconditions,

Good Samaritanimmunitygenerallyprevails. This legalimmunityprotectsyou,

asa rescuer,from beingsuedandfound financiallyresponsiblefor thevictimõs

injury. Forexample,areasonableandprudentpersonwould:

a Moveavictimonlyif thevictimõslife wasendangered.

a Askaconsciousvictimfor permissionbeforegivingcare.

a Checkthe victim for life-threateningemergenciesbeforeprovidingfurther
care.

a Summonprofessionalhelpto thescenebycalling9-1-1.

a Continueto providecareuntil morehighlytrainedpersonnelarrive.

Good Samaritan laws weredevelopedto encouragepeopleto help others in

emergencysituations. Theyrequirethat theòGoodSamaritanóusecommonsense

anda reasonablelevelof skill,not to exceedthe scopeof theindividualõstraining

in emergencysituations. Theyassumeeachpersonwoulddo hisor herbestto save

a life or preventfurther injury. Peoplearerarelysuedfor helpingin anemergency.

However,the existenceof Good Samaritanlawsdoesnot meanthat someone

cannotsue. In rarecases,courtshaveruledthat theselawsdo not applyin cases

whenanindividualrescuerõsresponsewasgrosslyor willfully negligentor reckless

or whentherescuerabandonedthevictimafterinitiatingcare.
